 The food industry uses 14% of the energy
consumed by UK businesses.

e 10% of all iIndustrial use of water.

e Generates 10% of the industrial and
commercial waste stream.

e 25% of all HGV vehicle kilometres in the UK.
« Employs 12.5% of the UK’s workforce.
