Background to worked example

« Carbon Reduction Commitment (CRC)
— formerly known as the Energy Performance Commitment

(EPC)

« Based on Energy White Paper 2007 proposals
— eligibility threshold of 6,000MWh

* Focus on initial 3 year introductory phase with fixed price sale

* Acronyms

—MHHM: Mandatory Half Hourly Metering
—DHHM: Discretionary Half Hourly Metering
—CCA: Climate Change Agreement

* Does the organisation have MHHM? Yes

* |s the total annual energy use via MHHM >6,000MWh? Yes

¢ |s <=25% of the organisation’s energy use covered by CCA? No
« Organisation is not covered by the scheme

* Does the organisation have MHHM? Yes

« Organisation is covered by the scheme

—this does not necessarily mean that all the sites will be covered
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
